Award
· One Scholarship of up to $500 or two scholarships of up to $250. 
Eligibility
· In order to be eligible for the scholarship an applicant must be attending their first MAC meeting. It is not necessary to be a MAC member, or to reside in the thirteen state MAC region.

Application
Applications must include the following documents:

· Completed Application Form 
· Statement of intent, an essay of no more than 500 words briefly describing the importance of this opportunity for your professional development and summarizing the financial requirements of your attendance. 
· One letter of support.
